Follow-up questions for higher level
students push advanced discussion.

‘What’s Wrong’ Pictures

A lighter exercise where students view
cartoon pictures with mistakes or unusual
or silly details and explain what they
notice. A good exercise for vocabulary
expansion and the use of basic observation
language.

End-of-Class Creative Extras

Occasionally music videos are presented
with lyrics to end the class on a positive
note and prompt further discussion while
adding to the student’s vocabulary.
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
